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and dispositions. Thus, clerics and criminals rarely face an identical or
equivalent set of situational challenges. Rather they place themselves, and are
placed by others, in situations that differ precisely in ways that induce clergy
to look, act, feel, and think rather consistently like clergy and that induce
criminals to look, act, feel and think like criminals."30
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"We normally think that if people behave charitably or deplorably it's because
of who they are, the kinds of values they embrace, or the kind of character
they possess. But such notions about the efficacy of character traits were
rendered problematic by compelling experimental data throughout the 70s and
80s. This led to a strong swing towards situationism. Situationism claims that
morally significant behavior is influenced by situational factors to a far greater
extent than we normally suppose."32
