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Dita Bronicki, one of the first business women and entrepreneur in Israel, Israel Prize laureate,
started, together with her husband, the Ormat group of companies and led the business
management of this global group for several decades. In developing a world leader in
geothermal power generation the Bronicki’s fulfilled their visions for establishing an export
industry in the State of Israel, an industry known for its business and technological innovation,
and its continuous contribution to the community. Outstanding in the activity supporting the
community is the establishment of the Ort Ormat vocational school as early as in 1970. Since
her retirement Dita expanded its social activity in fields like education and technological
formation, as well as attempts to improve relationship between Jews and Arabs. She serves on
several boards including Yissum of the Hebrew University of Jerusalem, The Aharon Institute
and Tovanot B’Chinuch
