"We may now understand why even Machiavelli's counsel, 'Appear as
you may wish to be', has little if any bearing upon the problem of
hypocrisy. Machiavelli knew corruption well enough, especially the
corruption of the Church, on which he tended to blame the corruption
of the people in Italy. But this corruption he saw in the role the Church
had assumed in worldly, secular affairs, that is, in the domain of
appearances, whose rules were incompatible with the teachings of
Christianity. For Machiavelli, the one-who-is and the one-who-appears
remain separated, albeit not in the Socratic sense of the two-in-one of
conscience and consciousness, but in the sense that the one-who-is can
appear in his true being only before God,; if he tries to appear before
men in the sphere of worldly appearances, he has already corrupted his
being.
